Corinthian took advantage of their rivals playing in Cup competition to storm to the top of the Premier Division table. Their 8th win in a row came against AFC Croydon Athletic, but only just as they needed a late winner to seal the game. Jai McKinley got the first of the game to get the Hoops off to a perfect start however Dominic Ogun made the game even on the hour mark. Corinthian were not to be denied of that top spot though and with time running out Conor Johnson found a way to get that winning goal and Corinthian found their way to the summit. Cray Valley kept close to the leading pack, winning 2-0 at home to Canterbury City. Cem Tumkaya and Chris Edwards got the second half goals that keep the 'Millers' in contention. Rob Denness and Dan Bradshaw both scored twice as Sheppey United cruised past Croydon 4-0. The 'Ites' remain 5th, 9 points behind the leaders while the 'Trams' need to pick up points before this season goes away from them. Oliver Welbourn scored a goal of the season contender to inspire Crowborough Athletic to their first win in 9 games. They had to come from behind to do it though as a 60th minute Sam Edwards strike gave Glebe the lead before the magic came 13 minutes later. Receiving the ball 40 yards from goal Welbourn hit a peach of a strike that soared through the sky, over the keeper and into the top corner. A stunning goal that clearly turned the tide of this tight game as the 'Crows' went on to score twice more to get a much needed win, with Adrian Stone and Jack Funnell getting one goal each. Lordswood put in a strong second half performance to beat Erith Town 3-1 at Martyn Grove. A tough run of games has seen them go 5 without a win but they were fully deserving of this one that has earnt them a place back in the top ten again. Three goals in 11 minutes did the damage with Tom Carter and Fjord Rogers getting on the scoresheet before Razzaq Coleman pulled one back for the ten-man Dockers. It looked for along time that Deal Town would get their first win in a while but a late late show from Punjab United denied the 'Hoops' that honour as the sides shared the points at the Charles Sports Ground. Ben Chapman and Harry Alexander gave the hosts and early lead which they held through to the 69th minute when Enzo Kartita set up an exciting finish. It looked like Deal had done enough to get that elusive win but Punjab didnt quit and were rewarded by a 97th minute leveller claimed by George Goodwin.
