After winning 9 of the last 10 games our leaders certainly deserve their place at the top and with that run including a win against the Hoops they will travel to Charles Sports Ground fully confident of keeping their placing. Should Fisher drop any points on the coast then Beckenham Town need to be ready to take advantage as only a win at home to Hollands & Blair would see them move that place up. It looks a tough one for the visitors who will arrive at Eden Park Avenue on a 5-game winless run and who were also defeated in their home game against these title contenders. There is a chance that Corinthian could step over both of the two sides above them this weekend but with games in hand on each of them, it is more likely this will occur in the weeks to come should they carry on their current good form. It is 4 wins in a row for the side in 3rd place and they will go to Crowborough Athletic fully confident of extending that sequence. 
Chatham Town may not be able to make a challenge for first place just yet but with games in hand on all 3 sides above them they are not to be ruled out of a charge to the top over the coming weeks. First up they need to see off an Erith Town side that had a good Christmas Period which saw them take 4 points from 6 including a 2-1 victory over the league leaders Fisher. K Sports are in great form at the moment having won 4 of their last 5 games. The other result in that run was a draw against AFC Croydon and it is those same opponents that they visit in this fixture. The hosts sit in 12th place but with things so tight in the middle of this table a victory would see them leap over Sports into a top half place. Sheppey United v Lordswood is a tough one to predict with both sides showing inconsistency in recent months. Neither are near enough to mount a title charge just yet so both will be looking to start a winning run now to give their fans some excitement come the final few months. Sheppey's Luke Medley looks to be the man to watch as his arrival 4 games ago has since yielded a 4 goal return however if Lordswood do give him their full attention then that may create space for Dan Bradshaw to exploit and the top marksman in the Division would love to build on his 18 League goals so far. 
It is 17th v 16th at Elite Venue as Punjab United host Tunbridge Wells. The two sides previously met in October, with Punjab gaining a good win, but since then it is Wells who have turned a corner putting a stunning unbeaten run of 8 games together to move well clear of any danger below. Another win for them could see them go 14th from where they will look to continue their form and break into the top half. Croydon have lost 18 of their 19 games so far, gaining all 3 of their points from one win back in November. That victory was against Glebe and it is the Chislehurst side that they play again now hoping to complete the double and move ahead of Rusthall.
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
